Let’s look at the chronology of Jeremiah’s 

prophecy.



8"Therefore thus says the LORD of hosts, 'Because you have not 
obeyed My words, 9behold, I will send and take all the families of 
the north,' declares the LORD, 'and I will send to 
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon, My servant, and will bring 
them against this land and against its inhabitants and against all 
these nations round about; and I will utterly destroy them and 
make them a horror and a hissing, and an everlasting 
desolation. 10'Moreover, I will take from them the voice of joy and 
the voice of gladness, the voice of the bridegroom and the voice 
of the bride, the sound of the millstones and the light of the lamp. 
11'This whole land will be a desolation and a horror, and these 
nations will serve the king of Babylon seventy years. 12'Then it 
will be when seventy years are completed I will punish the king 
of Babylon and that nation,' declares the LORD, 'for their iniquity, 
and the land of the Chaldeans; and I will make it an everlasting 
desolation.                                   Jeremiah 25:8-12

20Those who had escaped from the sword he carried away to 
Babylon; and they were servants to him and to his sons until 
the rule of the kingdom of Persia 21to fulfill the word of the 
LORD by the mouth of Jeremiah, until the land had enjoyed its 
Sabbaths. All the days of its desolation it kept Sabbath until 
seventy years were complete. 22Now in the first year of Cyrus 
king of Persia - in order to fulfill the word of the LORD by the 
mouth of Jeremiah - the LORD stirred up the spirit of Cyrus 
king of Persia, so that he sent a proclamation throughout his 
kingdom, and also put it in writing, saying, 23"Thus says Cyrus 
king of Persia, 'The LORD, the God of heaven, has given me all 
the kingdoms of the earth, and He has appointed me to build 
Him a house in Jerusalem, which is in Judah. Whoever there is 
among you of all His people, may the LORD his God be with 
him, and let him go up!'“                  2 Chronicles 36:20-23

fallow for 70 yrs. OR fallow until Babylon’s 
dominion ends?



1In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, of Median 
descent, who was made king over the kingdom of the 
Chaldeans - 2in the first year of his reign, I, Daniel, observed in 
the books the number of the years which was revealed as the 
word of the LORD to Jeremiah the prophet for the completion of 
the desolations of Jerusalem, namely, seventy years. 3So I gave 
my attention to the Lord God to seek Him by prayer and 
supplications, with fasting, sackcloth and ashes.     Daniel 9:1-3

This sounds like Daniel believes Jerusalem would 
be destroyed for 70 years but it had only been 
destroyed for 48 years at this point.  Why would 
Daniel go ‘full sack cloth’ 22 years before the exile 
was to end?

Haggai, Zechariah & MalachiHaggai, Zechariah & Malachi
• Introduction

– 586 BC Babylon destroyed Jerusalem
– 538 BC Cyrus issued an edict of restoration*

– The altar was built within 7 months of arrival
– The temple was begun 26 months after they 

arrived
– There was opposition within & without
– The work languished for 15 years
– Then God raised up Haggai & Zechariah
